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Installation Procedure for Wall Mounting a SolarVenti 

An SV7 model is used for the demonstration 
 

 

 

Choosing the location: where you want your 
SolarVenti installed. Ideally it should be on a 
South facing wall (or at least SE/SW) and 
free from any obstructions – shade from 
trees, etc.  
 
Its important to check that the wall on the 
other side has no obstacles for the hole and 
injection air vent ... 
 
 

 

Using a tape measure, level and marker, 
mark out the location for the lower fittings 
and the air vent. 
 
Exact measurements are dependant on 
model – see instruction booklet.  
�
 

 

Mark on the wall where the mid point of the 
mounted solar air panel will be. Then mark 
the position of the lower brackets at both 
sides of the mid point mark. They should be 
placed between 5 and 10 cm from the edge 
of the panel.  
 
Drill the holes for screwing in the lower 
brackets 
 
It’s very important to ensure that the 
brackets are perfectly level.  
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Screw the lower brackets into place, making 
sure they are secure.  
 
Once again, checking that the brackets are 
level. 

 

The upper bracket should also be placed. 
 
The placement of which, will depend on the 
model of SolarVenti unit (check instruction 
booklet).  
 
Please note; its easiest is to place the 
SolarVenti temporally on the lower brackets 
hold it place and mark the position of the 
upper bracket. 

 

Measuring carefully the difference between 
the bottom of the unit until the mid point of 
the vent. 
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Measure out on the wall from the mid point 
mark the distance to the center of the vent 
hole. 
 
Mark out the circumference of the vent on 
the wall.  
 
 

 

It is important to firstly drill a hole in the 
center (circumference of the vent), all the 
way from the outside to the inside. On the 
inside wall mark the circumference using 
the center hole as a guide. 
 
If you do not have a rotary cutter or core 
drill, an ordinary masonry drill can be used 
to cut multiple holes around the mark you 
have made. 
 

 

Chisel out the hole. Once again, it’s best to 
chisel from one side to another. Start 
chiselling from the outside-in and then carry 
on from the inside-out. 
 
Once the hole has been chiselled all the 
way through, push the flex-tube through it.  
The flex-tube should jut out approximately 
7cm from the outer wall (to enable 
connection to the back of the SolarVenti).  
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It’s important to decide on the location of the 
regulator/on-off switch, on the inside wall. 
The cable can be fed through the hole 
(created for the vent) or an extra hole can 
be drilled and the cable pushed through 
(depending on desired location) 
 
Before mounting the collector, fix the flexible 
tube to the outlet connector on the 
SolarVenti. 

 

The flex-tube should be level with the wall 
surface on the inner wall (can easily be cut). 
 
Fix the inner stud to the air vent by means 
of screws/raw plugs or glue it to the wall 
with an adequate adhesive.  
 
You may wish to use some silicone sealant 
to prevent any air ingress around the hole 
(inside and outside).  
 

 

The white air vent may now be pressed into 
the stud. Swivel clockwise to fix.  
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Indoor vent is now ready 

 

Connecting the on-off switch/regulator. 
Having drilled the hole for the cable (see 
previous steps).  
 
 
 

 

The three coloured leads should be 
mounted into the corresponding coloured 
terminals within the electronic regulator.
